PROJECT DESCRIPTION

To meet changing safety and security surveillance needs, Montgomery County Department of Transportation (MCDOT),
Montgomery County Police Department (MCPD) and County Security recommends the instalation of additiona cameras within the
3MCDOT parking garagesto include coverage of al stairwells, lobbies, decks, rooftops and al pedestrian and vehicular entrances/exits
to the garage. Thiswill require the use of additional cameratypes such as 360-degreefidd of view camerasfor parking deck coverage,
180-degreefied of view camerasfor rooftop coverage and License Plate Recognition (LPR) cameras at entrances and exits. This project
will fund security ingalation in the Wheeaton Parking Lot Digtrict.

MCDOT will conduct asecurity audit through the County's contracted parking consultation service to ensure that phasingisin line
with best industry and safety/security practices. The MCDOT phasing of the enhancement of e ectronic security measuresinto the
existing garage surveillance system will be spread out over a 7-year plan. Thiswill phaseingtalation and upgradesto focuson
highrincident, high-traffic areas and to deter crimina and behaviord issues.
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LOCATION

Wheaton Parking Lot Digtrict, Maryland

ESTIMATED SCHEDULE

Inthefirst two years, this plan will prioritize placement of LPR camerasand 1t Floor stair landingsin al locations aswell as placing
improved network and facility infrastructure to support future enhancements. In phase 11, instdlations on the highest occupancy decks
and garages, devator car and further air landings, followed by low occupancy but high vagrancy decks and roofsand lagtly, any
remaining areas that may need improved coverage. In thefind year of the plan, the existing 16 camerasthat are at or beyond useful life
will be upgraded.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

Parking Lot digtricts (PLDs) have camerasurveillance equipment that records 24 hours aday, 7 days aweek, and 365 daysayear. The
origind purpose of ingtaling the camera surveillance system that includes 290 cameras, was to protect County property. These camera
systems are focused primarily on the pedestrian and vehicular access points, ground level elevator lobbies and payment stations located
within the parking garages.

Over the past few years there has been an increase in security incidents reported by MCDOT's contracted security patrol officers and
increased requests for video footage from Montgomery County Police Department (M CPD) to investigate crimind incidentsthat have
occurred in parking garages. The number of MCPD cases supported by video footage obtained from MCDOT parking garages has
increased 115% over two years.

Additiondly, camerasurveillance equipment and systemsin many parking garages are aging and are beyond useful life, resultingin
increased repair, replacement, and general maintenance costs. The mgority of the 290 cameras currently ingaled in PLD garagesare
older andog and/or IP cameras, with an image quality range thet islimited to between 1.3 - 4 megapixels. These cameras operateon a
legacy ViconNet and Vderus software system that is connected and accessible only on the County fibernet.

Itisanticipated that newer cameraswill have enhanced festures such as expanded fields of view, increased Storage, cloud-based access
to cameras, remote access from any browser or device, automatic security and software updates, person of interest and motion sensing
derts, and vehicle and people anaytics, which makeit easier and lesstime-consuming to identify relevant incidents and download
video.

MCDOT projectsthat enhancing the existing survelllance system to extend coverage into these areasin the Wheston PLD would
require gpproximately 40 additiona camerasto include coverage of every stairwell landing and elevator lobby, 23 deck cameras, LPR
camerasfor entrances and exits, and upgrading the existing 16 camerasthat are a or beyond useful life.
