One aspect of this project will
focus on improving pedestrian walkability by creating asafer walking environment, utilizing selected engineering technol ogies, and
ensuring Americanswith Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) compliance.

The project will help the County achieveits Vision Zero goasto reduce degths and seriousinjuries
on County Roadways to zero by 2030.

DOT isreviewing the Gl S-based prioritization tool which will hdp evauate the sdewak requests based on safety, trip generators, and
equity data.
