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Voting in Montgomery County

To vote in Montgomery County, Maryland, you must:
e Bea U.S. citizen.
e Be a Montgomery County resident.

e Register to vote at least three weeks before Election Day (April 5, 2016 for the 2016 Presidential
Primary Election), or same day register during Early Voting.

e Be 18 years old by the General Election (November 8, 2016 for the 2016 Presidential Election). If
you are 17 years old, you can vote in the Primary Election on April 26 if you will be 18 years old by
November 8.

Miss the deadline? Try same-day registration!
You can register or update your voter registration at any Early Voting site between April 14 and April
21, between 10am and 8pm. Same-day registration requires proof of residence and is only for
new voters. If you are already registered, you can change your address but cannot change
your party affiliation after April 5, 2016.

Where and when can I vote?

You can request an absentee ballot at any time. We will begin mailing absentee ballots around March
15. From April 14 to April 21, between 10am and 8pm, you can vote in person at any one of the ten
Early Voting sites in Montgomery County.

If you wait to vote until Election Day, April 26, you will only appear on the list of registered voters at
your assigned polling place. Your assigned polling place is printed on the back cover of this Official
Voter Guide and Sample Ballot. If these choices are not convenient for you, you can visit the Board of
Elections in Gaithersburg to request and vote your ballot in person.

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New—Maryland Votes on Paper Ballots!

Beginning with the 2016 Presidential Primary Election, all voters in the State of Maryland will be
issued a paper ballot when you check in to vote. Ballots are marked by the voter, then scanned,
tabulated and secured in the ballot box.

Why do we have a new voting system? In 2007, the Maryland General Assembly passed a
law requiring the State Board of Elections to replace the touchscreen voting machines with a voting
system that produces a voter-verifiable paper record that can be read by a scanner. Funding for the
new voting system was delayed until now.

How can voters with disabilities mark a paper ballot? Maryland’s voting system is
accessible to most voters with disabilities. If you have questions, please ask. At least one touch-
screen ballot marking device will be available at each polling place. The ballot marking device has
large-print, high contrast, braille and audio capabilities. Voters with disabilities may choose instead
to use an online ballot marking system provided by the State Board of Elections.

Are language services available? Yes. Written instructions are available in Spanish.
The Chief Election Judge can also call for translation services in other languages.

Voting in a Primary Election

The Republican and Democratic parties in Maryland use primary elections to choose their candidates
for the General Election, which will be held on November 8, 2016.

The deadline to change party affiliation for the Primary Election is April 5, 2016. Voters who are not
affiliated with a political party will only vote in the nonpartisan election for the Board of Education.

How and when will | get my ballot?

What is the best time to vote?

Lines are longest first thing in the morning, since many voters want
to cast their ballot before work. If you can vote between 10am and 4pm in your polling place, there
probably won'’t be lines. If you think that you may have difficulty getting to your polling place on
Election Day, plan ahead and vote early, by mail or in person at the Board of Elections. Our office in
Gaithersburg is open on Saturday, April 23 from 10am to 4pm, on Sunday, April 24 from 12pm to
4pm, on Monday, April 25 from 8:30am to 5pm, and on Election Day during voting hours from 7am
to 8pm.

May I bring my absentee ballot to the polis?

No. We are not permitted to accept absentee ballots at the polls. If you still have an absentee ballot
on Election Day, please take it to a Post Office to be postmarked immediately or bring it in person to
the Board of Elections. If you go to a polling place, you will need to cast a provisional ballot that we
will wait to count until we confirm that you did not also return your absentee ballot.

May I take a picture of my ballot to post on social media?

No. Cell phones may not be used inside voting centers and polling places. Please take your pictures
outside of the polling place or with a sample ballot and use the official Maryland hashtag
#MDvotes2016.
