2. Statistics for the city show a large aging population. People like this city with it many resources and most people wish tor remain at their homes as long as possible,

3. Village is an idea that can molded into many shapes. There is no one way to create a village and some places that do not call themselves a village are actually performing the same functions.

4. This is a new movement that begun in Boston. But since it is grassroots, every locally makes it in their image 

5. There are cities that have taken on a village function (Nuaset, Greenbelt and even SF) See my print out.

6. So, there is precedence. 

7. Villages basically take on two key functions: Social engagement and volunteer support at home. Some do one and not the other. 

8. most villages are nonprofits, but not all 

9. most are membership driven, but many are not

10. Most are for aging people but not all

11. what should be the guiding principle is grassroots, self directed initiative by people who wish aging in place/community 

12. without local leadership and community buy in, there is no village. You can then talk about norcs type program but not a village.
