· Did not know the race of the alleged perpetrators. This matters for the review. Also, the number of county-wide incidents increased dramatically against African Americans.

· Do we know how something is categorized? Based on the perception of the victim or the police.

· School incidences are both high.  Why?

· Why is there a note about the mental health of the perpetrator?  From where does the medical condition assessment occur?  Want to make sure that we are not minimizing the incident.
· On 4/12/2023, the victim was attempting to buy beer when the subject approached him asking the victim to gift him a beer. When the victim refused, the subject became irate and said, “I hate Spanish people, they took my job, I’m going to kill them all”. The subject then threw bottles from a trash can at the victim, while again stating he was going to kill the victim because he was Hispanic. The subject was subsequently EEP'd and subject suffered from schizophrenia and PTSD. Why is it important?  How was the verified?  What do we do with the information?

· How is the police officer trained to deal with mental health issue?  How does their mental health affect the assessment with the commission of a crime. What about getting social workers and training involved.  See Montgomery County hills man with a gun at the McDonald’s.
· Need to distinguish between excuses and explanation and need to include the information so that it is verifiable.

· Want to know the status of 230016287 & 230011653?  What happened?

· Is it possible for Captain Satinsky to get this report the day before?

· What does EEP Stand for?

· Two school incidents: Error – there are 9 school incidents.  For 17586, there are 2 incidents with a father who has painting of swastikas in his house and he told his kids that someone does not like this. 

· Another incident: On 4/12/2023, an elementary school student had doodled a picture of a swastika, along with information about German General Rommel, on his personal classroom science worksheet. No children saw the drawing and it was quickly confiscated. The subject is given private history lessons at home by his father and has been taught that "some people" don't like swastikas and that there are paintings in his home that include pictures of swastikas. The school will put a safety plan in place and handle the matter administratively
· What is the school safety plan and how will the school handle administratively?

· 169944: The police officer invited them to work with mediators and we can invite them to address us the CAHV 
· 17474: This happened outside of school but it said that the school will take care of this.  Why does the police defer to the school?
